End-Of-course Outcomes: Identify the terminology related to the skin, 
products, and treatments; demonstrate the proper application related 
to skin care and cosmetics; practice workplace competencies in skin 
care and cosmetics.

• Execute a facial in a timely and mandated manner. 
• Select and use wisely the products related to facials 

and skin care. 
• Perform an eyebrow arch using tweezers and/or a 

depilatory. 
• Perform an eye lash/brow dye.  
• Apply and remove a mask or pack. 
• Remove and apply daytime make-up. 
• Practice all safety and sanitation measures mandated 

by this department and Texas Department of Licensing 
and Regulation.
