CHECKING GRADES ON BLACKBOARD 

Quiz grades should automatically post once you have completed your second attempt or once the due date has 

passed, whichever comes first. If you complete no attempts on a weekly quiz prior to the due date, Blackboard will 

leave that column blank until I manually assign a grade of zero. Keep in mind that this may cause your grade to 

appear higher than it is, because Blackboard will not factor that zero into your average until I have entered it.

TIME COMMITMENT 

In general, a student can expect that one credit hour of coursework will require about three hours of total work 

each week. Because this class is three credit hours, you should expect to spend at least nine hours each week 

completing the readings and assignments for this course. This is only an estimate; some students may require 

more or less time to complete each week’s tasks. You should expect, however, to spend several hours each week 

on this course, and you are encouraged to plan accordingly.

In this class, the teacher will establish and support an environment that values and nurtures individual and group 

differences and encourages engagement and interaction. Understanding and respecting multiple experiences and 

perspectives will serve to challenge and stimulate all of us to learn about others, about the larger world and about 

ourselves. By promoting diversity and intellectual exchange, we will not only mirror society as it is, but also model 

society as it should and can be.
